Commercial potential:
Globally, annual Basmati export market alone is valued at US$1 billion, of which Indian contribution is more than 60%. Indian brands have image and presence in the international markets with their quality and purity. In recent times, adulteration of the genuine Basmati with cheap long grain alternatives has been blighting the trade. Regulatory authorities do not have any tool to detect and measure adulteration in the samples. Inventions described above have led to the development of a “High-throughput multiplex microsatellite marker assay for detection and quantification of adulteration in Basmati rice”. The protocol is recognised by the Indian government authorities, and has already implemented to certify more than 300 Basmati export samples. The protocol is being validated in European labs. CDFD is also in the process of transferring the licence to facilitate manufacture of “Basmati DNA test kits” to enable their employment in potential markets including Pakistan, the EC, Middle East and the USA.
